REGULAR MEETING OF NOVEMBER 26, 2013

Mayor Cosgrove called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

_In accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act, annual notice of all meetings
of the Borough of Fair Lawn was published in “The Record” issue of December 14,
2012. Notices were also posted on the bulletin board located on the first floor of
the Municipal Building; copies were mailed to The Community News and posted
on the Borough of Fair Lawn website. The annual notice identified the meeting
location and the time of Council Meetings and Work Sessions.

PRESENT: Mayor Cosgrove, Deputy Mayors Baratta and Trawinski, Councilmembers
Peluso and Swain.

ALSO PRESENT: Acting Manager Van Kruiningen, Municipal Clerk Kwasniewski and
Attorney Mondello.

Mayor Cosgrove stated that Councilmember-elect Lefkowitz was also present.

PRESENTATION OF PROPERTY MAINTENANCE COMMITTEE BEAUTIFICATION
CERTIFICATES

George Bate, chairperson of the Property Maintenance Committee, stated that
the Committee takes care of properties and looks into issues regarding litter and/or
property maintenance. He recognized Pat Muse, the overall chairperson. :

She acknowledged his dedication to energy efficiency and
conservation. He has rain barrels, composters, an organic garden, follows an
outstanding recycling system and has a well-insulated home.
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MANAGER'S REPORT

Acting Manager Van Kruiningen stated that there were no changes to the
Manager's Report.

COUNCIL COMMENTS

Councilmember Swain congratulated all the award winners. It is wonderful to be
able to thank people who care very much about their properties. She noted that
Mr. Collier, the recipient of the Going Green Award finds old objects and recycles

them into artwork.

A resident recently inquired about the Fair Lawn Avenue Bridge, which is owned by
Passaic County, and she learned from Acting Manager Van Kruiningen that they
are at the end stages of the new design. They may see a new bridge in two years.

Thé& Veterans Council sponsored the ADA Committee's dance on Friday. It was
wonderful to see the veterans and adults with special needs have a nice night out.
The playground is getting nearer to completion and they are picking the colors.

She concluded by stating that tomorrow night there is a Menorah lighting in front
of Borough Hall at é:30 p.m. She wished everyone da happy and healthy

Thanksgiving and a Happy Hannukah.

Councilmember Peluso - thanked Acting -Manager Van Kruiningen for quickly
resolving the issue of fallen trees at Beaver Dam Park. He attended a Shared
Services meeting with Acting Manager Van Kruiningen and Deputy Mayor
Trawinski. He was proud to say that there were many shared services between the

Borough and the Board of Education.

The Filipino relief fundraiser was taking place on Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.
at the Community Center. He encouraged residents to donate to this cause.

He expressed his condolences to the family of Robert Gajarsky. He had the
pleasure of knowing Officer Gajarsky his entire life. He was g 37 year veteran of
the Fair Lawn Police Department. It was wonderful knowing him and it instilled in
him a great love for the Police Department and the work they do. Fair Lawn lost a

great person.

In 1993 when he was a fifth grader at Milnes School, he had the pleasure of
listening to a younger student, lan Axel play the piano and perform an original
composition.  This past Sunday he watched him perform at the American Music
Awards with Christina Aguilera. It was astounding to see him at such a large venue
and hear his music on the radio. He congratulated Mr. Axel on his success.
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Deputy Mayor Trawinski stated that Fair Lawn has been a leader in working with
the School Board for over 20 years. The Borough cooperated with a request for
help patroling Sasso Field and provided a lock up for a gate at the Water Facility.
Since the Borough paves on average five miles of road per year they receive a
better rate than the Board of Education. The Board's project will be added to the
Borough's bid specification. They are also working together on a solar energy

project.

He reported that the Broadway Improvement Corporation (BIC) voted to
contribute seed money to the EDC. They would like to have a study done on the
Broadway frain station, but understand that since it is based on ridership Radburn
will be done first. He will give the 2014 meeting schedule, budget and other items
to Municipal Clerk Kwasniewski for distribution to the Council.

Deputy Mayor Trawinski stated that it was optimistic to think that the Fair Lawn
Avenue Bridge will be completed in two years. He felt the project would take
three or three and a half years, but confirmed they are in the final design stages.
The bridge was painted ten years ago but there were enrivonrmental issues to the

Passaic River.

He wished everyone a Happy Hannukah and Happy Thanksgiving. He urged
residents to be cautious with the impending storm and strong winds.

He concluded by congratulating everyone throughout the state who put their
names on ballots and ran for election. He read a portion -of the speech by Teddy

Roosevelt entitled Citizenship in a Republic from April 23, 1910.

Deputy Mayor Baratta congratulated the recipients of the Property Maintenance
Committee awards. The Committee goes out in their neighborhoods and takes
pictures of various properties. The decisions are not made lightly and everyone
participates in the decision. It is a wonderful program.

She announced that Movodo, a company that does various rankings, named Fair
Lawn the best city in New Jersey for amenities per person such as pizza parlors,
diners and bagel shops. Fair Lawn scored well in safety with a crime rate 60%
lower than the State average, and contains numerous historic properties. She
congratulated Fair Lawn for receiving this honor. She wished everyone a Happy

Hannukah and Happy Thanksgiving. Enjoy and be safe.

Mayor Cosgrove wished everyone a Happy Hannukah and Happy Thanksgiving.
Fair Lawn Filipino Relief day is Friday at the Community Center from 9:00 a.m. to
6:00 p.m. Non-perishable items and flips flops are needed. Donations are tax
deductible and checks should be made out to FAAFL, Inc., which is the Fair Lawn
Filipino Association. The devastation is immense.
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He attended a room dedication in memory of Bob Schoenfeld at the Fair Lawn
Opportunity Center. Bob and Gloria Schoenfeld dedicated much fime to Fair
Lawn and Gloria is a longtime volunteer for the Fair Lawn Ambulance Corps. Mr..
Schoenfeld was a tireless worker with the Lions Club and the Opportunity Center.
The plaque read: “Bob Schoenfeld, whose strength, judgment and wisdom has

long guided The Oppon‘unn‘y Center as a trusted member of our community and
especially as a friend. His example inspires us to dream, to strive and to succeed.”
He congratulated the Schoenfeld family on a well-deserved honor.

He concluded by stating that he was interviewed this evening by 1010 Wins on Fair
Lawn being named the best city in New Jersey. It is because of the great
employees, the volunteers and the residents. Fair Lawn is a big town with a smalll
town attitude. As Mayor he has met many people and has seen firsthand what
makes Fair Lawn work. He congratulated the residents and employees, as they

fruly deserve this award.

ORDINANCE NO. 2295-2013
(RESOLUTION NO. 372-2013)

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE -
BOROUGH OF FAIR LAWN, 2000, BY AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING
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CHAPTER 232 ENTITLED “VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC”, ARTICLE VIII, “TRAFFIC”,
MORE PARTICULARLY SECTION 232-54, TRAFFIC CONTROL SIGNALS

Pam Coles, 13-34 George Street asked Mayor Cosgrove to elaborate. Mayor
Cosgrove explained that the ordinance will allow the Borough to install four “No
turn on Red" signs at the intersection of Saddle River Road and Fair Lawn Avenue.
They will also ask the County to continue to work on improving traffic safety.

Benjamin Lang, 42-00 Cosgrove Court thanked the Mayor, Council and Traffic
Safety Officer Franco for expediting the passage of this ordinance and making Fair
Lawn a safe community which they can all be proud of.

Councilmember Peluso thanked Mr. Lang for his leadership in bringing this matter
to the Council's attention. He was glad that the Council was able to do
something to alleviate part of the problem and is hopeful that more can be done

by the County.

Sam Racenstein, 13-12 Lyle Terrace stated that restricting turns on red at the
infersection was a good first step, but he hoped that more could be done to
prevent further traffic accidents. His wife was struck by a car furning onto Fair
Lawn Avenue when she was crossing the sireet. He thanked the Council for doing
a good job. Mayor Cosgrove stated that they forwarded a letter to the County
asking them to follow Traffic Safety Officer Franco's recommendations.

There being no further comments by the public, upon motion by Councilmember
Swain and a second by Deputy Mayor Trawinski, it was unanimously agreed to

close the time for public hearing.

Upon motion by Deputy Mayor Baratta and a second by Deputy Mayor Trawinski,
Resolution No. 372-2013 adopting Ordinance No. 2295 -2013 was discussed.

Deputy Mayor Trawinski stated that the County is very mindful that more needs to
be done at the intersection. However, a portion of the County parkland has to be
removed from the Green Acres restrictions so they can use it for road widening,
which requires permission from the State House Commission. Normally the County
would ask the Borough to do that, but the County Executive felt it would be
appropriate for the County to take the lead because it impacts the borders
between Paramus, Fair Lawn and Glen Rock. The concept plans are almost
completed and will be given to the Engineer so Fair Lawn can do its work on the
three corners. He thanked Mr. Lang, Mr. Racenstein and the other residents who
spoke up on this issue. He was glad to hear Mrs. Racenstein was doing well.

There being no further discussion, Resolution No. 372-2013 adopting Ordinance
No. 2295-2013 was unanimously passed.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Upon motion by Deputy Mayor Baratta and a second by Councilmember Peluso, it
was unanimously agreed to open the time for public comments.

Pam Coles, 13-34 George Street asked about the status of the Master Plan.
Deputy Mayor Trawinski stated that the Master Plan was about 2/3 drafted. The
Planning Board will be having public hearings in January or February. The Planning
Board sub-committee under Vice Chairman Mele has been working very diligently.
Anytime the Planning Board receives a draft of a particular section, the most
recent being the Land Use Element, Chairman Pohlman reviews it fully at the

meeting.

Mayor Cosgrove stated that Chairman Brad Pohlman is an attorney, Vice
Chairman Mele is a Civil Engineer and Amy Hummerstone and Oliver Wilhelm are
architects. They are working very hard on the Master Plan.

Ms. Coles asked about the water tower. Acting Manager Van Kruiningen stated
that the interior work should be completed in the next two weeks and the exterior

work will be done in the spring.

Ms. Coles asked about the status of restricting left turns out of the River Road
parking lot. Mayor Cosgrove stated that Traffic Safety Officer Franco was looking

into it.

Ms. Coles stated that she had asked that October be designated as Fair Lawn
Historic Preservation month, as there are many historic sites in town. Mayor
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Cosgrove stated that they will put this on an agenda next year to discuss with the
new Council.

Ms. Coles stated that the Library was holding several events in December. Duct
Tape Fashions is open from grades seven through 12. The students will get to use
their creativity to design fashions with duct tape on December 9th at 4:00 p.m.

She stated that Deputy Mayor Baratta and Deputy Mayor Trawinski were entering
their final month on the Council. She thanked them for the work they have done
throughout town and in the County to help make Fair Lawn one of the best places

in the State to live.

She concluded by stating that during this Thanksgiving season, she hoped people
would keep their ears and eyes open for anyone who might be too proud to ask
for help so that they could take care of each other. She was thankful for the town

that she lived in, the Council and the residents.

John Timmins, 138 Vine Sireet, Passaic stated that he was the part time animal
confrol officer for ten years. He recently learned that the part fime employees
were having their hours reduced. Since he already had fulltime benefits, he
wondered if there was a waiver he could sign so that he could continue to work
more hours. Attorney Mondelio stated that there was no waiver. Since it was a
personnel matter, he suggested discussing his concerns with the Borough Manager

fo see if the matter could be resolved.

Rich Siebel, 33-07 Halsey Road congratulated Manager Van Kruiningen for a job
well done. He congratulated the Mayor and Council on the recent plethora of
awards the Borough has received. Mayor Cosgrove stated that it was because of
the people who work here, volunteer here and live here.

Mr. Siebel reminded them that Wreaths Across America Day was on December
14thin front of the Municipal Building. The “rolling tribute” kicked off today as trucks
started delivering wreaths across the Couniry. He would like to see residents
attend to pay tribute to veterans. He concluded by wishing everyone a Happy
Hanukkah and Happy Thanksgiving. He asked that people light a candle or set an
extra dinner plate to remember someone in the armed forces who cannot be with
their family during the holidays. He asked that God bless the troops and the USA.

Mayor Cosgrove thanked Mr. Siebel for his efforts with Wreaths Across America. -

closed.
